Achillea, Red Shades-A  very attractive, cultivated blend of Yarrow in various shades of red, rose 
and purple giving a warm, welcoming splash of color in the garden over a long period. Bees and but-
terflies love them too. 2 ft. 
Achillea, Wonderful Wampee-characterized by it long blooming habit, its vigorous growth habit, its 
compact growth habit and its bright clear pink flowers that fade to a light pink with consistent bloom 
color throughout the plant. 
Agastache, Apache Sunset-Deep orange flowers, distinctive silver leaves, fragrant 
Agastache, Apricot Sprite-Stunning apricot spikes, sweetly aromatic foliage, compact grower. 
Agastache, Heat Wave-Sturdy lavender pink spikes in summer tops blue green foliage. Does well 
in hot weather. 
Agastache, Purple Pygmy-compact habit, brilliant purple, aromatic foliage 
Amsonia, Blue Ice-produces a low, tidy mound of small, green leaves that turn bright yellow in fall. 
In late spring, clusters of star-shaped, dark lavender-blue blossoms adorn the foliage. 
Armeria Ballerina Red- Uniform, compact early blooming tidy evergreen plants produce attractive 
red ball shaped heads from June to September the first year. 
Armeria, Ballerina White- produces an abundance of beautiful ball-shaped white flower heads on 
short, strong stems from June to September 
Campanula, Uniform Blue- This exceptionally tight and compact cushion of bright green foliage has 
deep lavender blue, cup-shaped flowers on short stems from July to frost. 
Caryopteris First Choice- Densely clustered dark purple blooms. Opens earlier and blooms longer 
than other caryopteris. Strong fragrance attracts butterflies and beneficial insects. 
Cosmos, Atrosanguineus- Chocolate Cosmos, has such dark maroon flowers that they do occa-
sionally approach the color of a Hershey's bar, 
Cotula, Select 
Crucianella, Phuopsis Stylosa– sprawling groundcover with tiny, star-shaped, raspberry pink flow-
ers. 
Delosperma Stardust– drought resistant iceplant with succulent foliage and violet blooms surround-
ing a white center.  Attracts butterflies and is great for the garden or in containers. 
                                             



 

 

Delphinium, New Millenum Hybrid– impressive foliage looks great even when the plant isn‟t flow-
ering, but the blooms are amazing with a lot of height and color on top of sturdy stems. 
Dianthus Rainbow Loveliness– easy to grow with loads of fragrant, fringed  single flowers in a 
multitude of colors ranging from white to different shades of pink and purple. 
Dicentra, Golden Tears– soft yellow blooms that hang off of a vine.  Does well in partial shade. 
Echinacea Ruby Star– brownish bronze cone center surrounded by deep purple to ruby red colored 
petals.  3-4” blooms and easy to grow. 
Echinacea, Bravado– long bloom time of rosy pink flowers atop sturdy stems.  Plant grows to about 
4 feet tall and attracts butterflies. 
Echinacea, Pink Poodle-stunning double pink blooms. From Terra Nova Nursery. 
Echinacea, Tiki Torch-outrageous bright orange blower. From Terra Nova Nursery. 
Echinacea, Tomato Soup-bright red flower. From Terra Nova Nursery. 
Erigeron, Hybridia Prosperity– bright lavender-blue flowers over a mound of  bushy green foliage. 
Gallardia, Arizona Sun– mahogany-red flowers with a bright yellow edge. 
Hibiscus Disco Belle Rose Red– huge red flowers cover a compact, bushy plant. 
Lamiastrum Herman’s Pride– dense, compact plant with silver metallic foliage and green veins. 
Papaver, Summer Breeze Orange-  tidy, compact plant with bright orange blooms. 
Papaver, Tulip Poppy-  large, single stained glass red flowers. 
Perovskia, Little Spire– long, slender stems covered with lavender flowers. 
Platycodon, Komachi– balloon flowers that are blue in color. 
Rudbeckia, Cherry Brandy– robust plants with a mass of cherry colored blooms. 
Rudbeckia, Chim Chimney– spikey petaled flowers that are orange and red in color. 
Rudbeckia, Viettes Little Suzy– dwarf variety with a long bloom time and showy, medium yellow 
flowers. 
Sedum, Dragon’s Blood– flame red flowers and foliage that turns orange-red in autumn. 
Sedum, Oracle-  attractive gray-green foliage with gold flower clusters. 
Trifolium Rubens– silvery leaves and deep red flowers. 
Veronica Royal Candles-  bushy, compact plant with tapered, dark blue-purple flower spikes. 
Veronica, Giles Van Hees-tidy plant with purple blooms. 
Veronica, Sunny Border Blue– tidy plants with deep blue flowers.
